Spinal Assessment — Be prepared to remove all clothing except your
underwear. This allows the examiner to visually assess the curvature of your
spine from behind and from the side. The examiner will usually feel your
spine and back, before asking you to perform a series of movements such as
touching your toes and turning your head/neck from side to side.

Drug Screening (urine test) — Most drug screening tests will require
the urine sample be provided under supervision of a nurse or medical officer.
